2. Attach the rear rectangular vent transition damper using the Short tapping
screws ST4x10-F-Hmm supplied.

3. Attach the top vent cover using the Short tapping screws ST4x10-F-Hmm
supplied.

4. Remove any tape from damper flap if present.

Install Range Hood to Cabinet/Wall
1. Using 2 people, lift range hood into final location. Feed power cord

through the wiring hole in the cabinet bottom.

2. Position the range hood so that the large end of the keyhole slots are over
the mounting screws.

3. For cabinet mounting only: Push the range hood toward the wall so that

the screws are in the neck of the slots. The range hood should be against

the wall.

4. Tighten the mounting screws, making sure mounting screws are in the
narrow neck of the slots.

5. Check that damper, if used, rotates up and down freely.

Cleaning 

IMPORTANT: 
• Clean the range hood and metal grease filter frequently according to the

following instructions. Replace the aluminum grease filter before
operating range hood.

• Be sure the power is off/disconnected and the lights are cool before
cleaning the range hood.

Exterior Surfaces 
Clean the range hood with a mild detergent and soft cloth. To avoid 
damage to the exterior surface, do not use abrasive cleansers or steel-wool 
pads. Make sure to hand wash only for the aluminum filter.

Charcoal Filter (For ductless installation only)
Do: 

• Inspect the charcoal filter every month for signs of grease buildup or
loss of odor-trapping performance.

• Replace the charcoal filter every 6 months (or sooner if cooking
odors persist or the filter appears heavily stained).

• Make sure the filter is completely dry before reinstalling—any
trapped moisture will reduce its effectiveness.

Do Not: 

• Attempt to wash or immerse the charcoal filter in water—this will
destroy the activated carbon’s porosity.

• Allow grease or oil to accumulate on the filter; if you see oily
deposits, replace the filter immediately.

• Operate the hood in ductless mode without the charcoal filter in
place—doing so will let odors circulate back into your kitchen.

RANGE HOOD CARE 
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1. Disconnect power.

2. Unscrew the light cover
3. Rotate light counter-clockwise to unlock and pull out. Wearing latex

gloves may offer a better grip.

4. Replace with new light of same type, making sure pins are inserted

properly into the sockets of the light holder and turn clockwise to lock.

5. Reconnect power.

Turn off the range hood and allow the Lights to cool. Replace the lights 
using tissue or wearing cotton/latex gloves to handle them.
